Based on the long-lasting bilateral friendship between the United States of America (USA) and
Japan; Torrance, CA, USA and Bizen, Okayama Prefecture, Japan have decided to enhance
mutual understanding, goodwill and further partnership to promote exchange, so as to elevate
the welfare and prosperity of both cities on the basis of equality and reciprocity.

The two cities will make a joint effort to achieve the following goals:

® Enhance and promote tourism-related opportunities for both parties to include such mutual
interests as the love of the sport of baseball.

® Enhance and implement cultural, art, educational, athletic, technology, and youth
exchanges and collaborations.

® Encourage economic exchange and development to further enhance growth and mobility.

® Strengthen respect, trust, understanding, and cooperation between residents, businesses,
and educational institutions of the two communities.

® Consider making visits to each other, to gain a better understanding of each cities’
technology, infrastructure, and transportation methods, among other areas of potential
mutual interest.

We believe this agreement, as an everlasting bond between the citizens of Bizen and Torrance
will further promote amity between Japan and the United States. In order to confirm the
statements above, both governing bodies sign this agreement. This Friendship City Agreement
shall become effective from the date of signing.
